Chapter 1 talked about how to identify word that you don’t know. Some ways you can identify the word are; examples, synonyms, antonyms, and general sense of the sentence or passage. (pg 20- 21)
Examples (pg 22):

· A sentence may contain an example or examples of an unfamiliar word. 

Synonyms (pg 26):

· A synonym is a word that means the same—or almost the same—as another word.

Antonyms (pg 28):

· A word that means the opposite of another word.
· Antonyms are often signaled by words and phrases such as however, but, yet, on the other hand, and in contrast. 

General Sense of the Sentence (Pg 31): 
· When you don’t know the word sometimes you need to look at the entire sentence.
· There may be clues within the sentence that help you figure out the word.
