Chapter 4- implied ideas

· Chapter 4 goes over implied ideas; usually the main idea is stated clearly in one sentence of the section. But sometime the main idea is not in the section, sometimes it’s implied—only suggested by the supporting details and not clearly stated in one sentence. 

· To figure out an implied main idea, you’ll need to look at the supporting details
There are three questions to ask yourself (pg 142):

1. Who or what is this paragraph about? ( Answer in the topic of the paragraph)

2. What is the main point that the author is trying make about this topic?

3. Does all or most of the material in the paragraph supports this main idea? 

Review (pg 155):
· At times authors imply, or suggest, a main idea without stating it clearly in one sentence. In such cases, you must figure out that main idea by considering the supporting details.

· To find implied central points in longer reading selections, you must again look closely at the supporting material.
